PIPE INSULATION

TO FILL COLLECTORS AND TURN SYSTEM ON:

Connect garden hose to drain valve 12B. (This is the line coming back from the collectors.
@ It is not the line with the pump on it!) Place the other end of the hose outside of garage.
Open drain valve 12B.

: The handles on the isolation valves 744 and 74B will be in the horizontal position. Turn the

1 handle on 74A so that the handle is vertical. You will hear water running up to the collectors.

In a minute or two, water will start coming back from the collectors and will start running out of
lv the garden hose. Let water run out of the hose for about 20 seconds then shut drain valve 12B

Turn handles on isolation valves 74A and 748 so that both handles are horizontal. Open the
drain valves 124 and 12B and let water drain out of collectors and piping. This will take about
5 minutes. Once you are sure that all the water has drained out of both lines, you may shut the
